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In 1995 an encyclopedia of
spiritual knowledge led us to
The Urantia Book. We found
the book in a private library,
borrowed a copy, and from
that day on, our life changed.
We still remember trying to
verify whether The Urantia
Book revelation is real. Late
one night, Gosia found Paul,
surrounded by textbooks on
astronomy and physics,
checking information from The
Urantia Book. While browsing - ==
the scientific chapters of the Wawel Castle, Krakow, Poland
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of The Urantia Book were
placed in 67 Polish libraries,
including some French and
Russian translations. We also
started to place The Urantia
Book in libraries across
Adelaide.

Our translation work
continued. Paul translated
Parts |, I, and Ill, and Gosia
translated Part IV. We edited
each other’s work and edited
the entire translation many
times. Sometimes our
discussions about which Polish
word best expresses a
particular English meaning
would become very passionate
and loud.

Before the first draft was
completed, we concluded that
information about the book
would be useful to future
readers. But how would we
convey it to people in Poland,
so far from Australia? In 2000,
we started a website in Polish
about Ksiega Urantii.

In 2005 we started a second
website for the text of the
translation. Every month we
posted one paper, and if ever
there was a delay, readers
would ask what happened.
By 2006, the complete text
of Ksiega Urantii was on this
site. To date, there have
been more than half a million
unique visitors to both
websites.

In 2010, Urantia Foundation
published and printed Ksiega
Urantii; the fourth printing
was in 2019. We are
currently working on a
revision and are convinced
that revisions to the text
never end.

In 2014, one reader started
a Facebook group for Ksiega
Urantii readers. Before
leaving for the mansion
worlds, he handed it over to
us, and later we passed it on
to the younger generation.
And more groups for readers
are starting to appear on

Facebook. We are running one
such group ourselves.

Two years ago, we noticed the
need for online videos as a
method of disseminating the
teachings. There were on
YouTube two relatively good
informative videos about
Ksiega Urantii in Polish. And
because other readers are
working on dissemination, we
are sometimes surprised and
delighted to find new
websites, new Facebook
groups, and new videos from
readers.

But along with the growing
popularity of the book, there
have also been many videos
about the book made by
people who clearly have not
read it. To counter misleading
information, we decided to
upload a few videos of our
own on YouTube. To date,
we've made 16 of them. If
interested, you can find them
here.
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While we were doing the
translation, Gosia often
commented that if our work
helps only one person, it's
worth it. Paul says he's
addicted to the book. We can
both say that our lives
changed for the better when
we got to know The Urantia
Book!

UPDATES FROM THE JANUARY
2022 TRUSTEE MEETING

Operations Overview

The board reviewed reports
from Education, Translations,
Books, Fundraising, and
Finance.

Books

Book printings: Because of
good book sales, we printed
9,500 English books, 2,200
Spanish books, 2,000 French
books, and 5,000
Portuguese books. We
ordered books in September
2021, and due to
transportation problems, we
didn’t receive the last
container until March 15.

Sales and Downloads: Book
sales were up 7% despite

significant supply-chain delays
and out-of-stock books.
Urantia Foundation has been
committed to keeping the
price of The Urantia Book the
same despite increased paper
and transportation costs.
Downloads of The Urantia
Book from urantia.org were

86,703, with 842,811 website

visitors, and 1,511,944
unique sessions.

URANTIA BOOK
INTERNET SCHOOL

Android App: The digital team
nearly completed the Urantia
Book Android App. Currently,
we are making minor
improvements before
launching. With the app, you
can read The Urantia Book in
19 languages.

Education

In 2021, 452 students
attended 737 classes at the
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Welcome to UBIS!
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Urantia Book Internet School
(UBIS). Forty-three volunteer
facilitators led 53 separate
courses.

Urantia Foundation is grateful
to the corps of volunteers from
around the world who work
diligently to provide students
of The Urantia Book with an
in-depth and interactive study
of the revelation.

Finances

Donations: 2021 was a
successful fundraising year
because unrestricted
donations covered the
operating costs. In the last
three months of 2021, 54% of
the annual contributions
arrived in time to take
advantage of the winter donor
match. We are so grateful to
everyone who contributed to
the programs of Urantia
Foundation!

We also received an
unexpected estate gift. To
learn more about donating an
estate gift, click here.

New Mustard Seed Fund:
Because of the generosity of
one family, the Mustard Seed
Fund was established. This
fund, restricted to
grantmaking, is aimed at
supporting community
education and outreach
endeavors. More information
will be available in late

spring.

In addition to the Mustard
Seed Fund, Urantia
Foundation has three other
funds. They are the Perpetual
Printing Fund (so that there
is always money to print
books), the Hales Fund
(investment and cash flow
fund), and the Revelation
Bridge Fund (an endowment
to ensure that Urantia
Foundation endures for
generations).

Translations and Revisions

The teams made progress on
the Filipino, Chinese, Arabic,
Farsi, Esperanto, and Greek
translations. The Polish
revision is ongoing, thanks to
the dedicated work of Paul
and Gosia Jaworski. The

Portuguese revision is nearing
completion and should be
ready for review within a
couple of years.

Spanish Revision: On
December 16, 2021, the
Spanish revision was
published on Urantia
Foundation’s website. Since
then, we have received
valuable comments and
suggestions. Spanish-
speaking readers are invited
to study the new text at
urantia.org/es-int and send
their observations here. After
careful review, any necessary
improvements will be made
before printing. For those of
you analyzing the new text,
thank you for your help.

Russian Revision: Michael
Hanian and his team
completed the fifth revision of
the Russian translation.
Michael is the original
translator and has improved
the translation ever since the
first printing in 1997. Thank
you, Michael!

Given the world situation, we
hope to have the Russian
translation back in distribution

as soon as possible. In the
meantime, you can find the
revision here: urantia.org/ru.

GREEK TRANSLATION OF THE URANTIA BOOK

Oia, Santorini, Greece

Greece is one of the countries
that was blessed by the

presence of Jesus himself,
and later on, his apostles.
The “inquiring Greek
gentiles,” who desired to see

Jesus and enter the kingdom,
witnessed the last discourse
of Jesus in the temple. Being
present in that unusual
assembly, they had the
privilege of being instructed by
him during the momentous
time when he “perceived the
end of one dispensation and
the beginning of another.”
174:5.6 (1903.3)

Many of them would be “at
Gethsemane when the
soldiers arrested Jesus and
Judas betrayed him with a
kiss.” 190:4.1 (2033.4) It was
not so long before that Jesus
had visited Athens and its
renowned Academy, planting
the seeds of salvation, but

now in Jerusalem, he was
addressing the Jews and
these Greeks who so
persistently sought him,
declaring that “the hour has
about come when the Son of
Man will be glorified.” 174:5.8
(1903.5)

Instruction Manual for the
Planet

Two thousand years later, in
present-day Greece, here we
stand, with such a heritage
and the enormous task of
finishing the Greek translation
of The Urantia Book. Such a
voluminous project can be
overwhelming for any
translator, let alone when

these 2,097 pages are
practically an instruction
manual for the inhabitants of
this planet.

| “discovered” The Urantia
Book about 10 years ago
through a friend of a friend,
during a disorienting time of
my life. | was in need of some
guidance. He handed me his
copy, and as | was instantly
attracted, it was just a matter
of days before | ordered my
own. If I had to use one word
to describe what | got from the
book during that first read,
that would be hope.

For several years, | tactfully
declined a proposal to review
and finalize the Greek
translation. For all its
revelations, that book was at
times hard to comprehend;
how could | take on such a
huge responsibility? The
thought of Jonah, and his
reluctance to act as instructed,
frequently crossed my mind, so
it was a matter of time to
accept the idea of being part
of the mission, which proved to
be a life-changing process. And
imagine my surprise when |
found out that Jesus himself
acted as a translator for a
considerable portion of his
short bestowal in the flesh. It
certainly rekindled my
purpose!

The Greek Translation of The
Urantia Book

Konstantinos Diamantopoulos,
a Greek businessman then
residing in the United
Kingdom, brought The Urantia
Book to Greece after being
introduced to it in London in
1998. He felt the urge to act,
and after visiting Urantia
Foundation in Chicago he
accepted the invitation to
become the representative of
the Foundation in Greece. He
maintained a presence in
Athens for that purpose.

In 2001, he took the initiative
to commence the project of
the Greek translation, along
with a series of magazine
articles, lectures, and

presentations which
elicited a significant
response from the
public,
notwithstanding
that The Urantia
Book was not
available in the
Greek language.
Under his
sponsorship, four
individuals
managed to
accomplish
something
extraordinary: They ==
completed the first
draft in just one

year.

However, for various reasons,
among which was Mr.
Diamantopoulos' move back
to London, the next step—
proofreading—has taken us
21 years to date, and is still
ongoing, hopefully coming to
completion. If you ask
“When?” | will say, in “God’s
time.” One of the things |
have learned while working
on this project is to wait
patiently until my questions
are answered—sometimes a
few days later, sometimes a
few lines after.

| feel very honored that this
labor of love has been
entrusted to our group, to
which | am one of at least 10
contributors. My long-
distance collaborator in the
United States, Emily Deam,
has roots in historical
Mystras, Sparta—the home of

Kourion Agora, Cyprus

the brave indeed. She and |
have been working remotely
on the review for the past
four years.

Concordance (a term
denoting agreement),
diglossia (referring to two
varieties of the same
language), the style diversity
of different translators, and
the tendency of Greeks to
endlessly debate about
concepts, are just some of
our challenges.

With all the great support
provided by Urantia
Foundation (special thanks
to Tamara Strumfeld, Jay
Peregrine, and Ashley
Parratore for their
assistance), and with Déja
Vu—an exceptional computer-
based translation tool—at our
disposal, our spiritual child is
coming of age.

A special mention should be
made of the island of Cyprus,
a land also blessed by the
presence of Jesus and his
disciples. It is the only other
country where Greek is the
official language, and a
stronghold of Greek culture
despite great adversity. A
reader from our beautiful
sister country, Christos
Magides, of long-standing
service to the movement and
a member at large, had a key
role in our latest project, the
translation of “A History of
the Urantia Movement” by
Dr. William S. Sadler. It is
now available on the Urantia
Foundation website, along
with more content in Greek.

Hopefully, this collaboration
will continue to bear fruit,
perhaps extending to work on
the book itself, during the
next step of text approval,
before publishing.

Some Interesting Facts about the Greek Language

Although we are known as “The Greeks” our country is called Ell'as, we are
'Ellines, and our language is pronounced elini'ka. During the times of Jesus, it
was widely spoken all over the area where he traveled and taught, being the
equivalent of today’s English. Jesus himself was fluent in Greek, among other

languages.

Greek is one of the oldest written languages of the world, with records dating
back to 1400 BC, and our alphabet has been in use for almost 3,000 years.

The international standard language code for Greek is [EL] and right now it is

the mother tongue of approximately 13.5 million people.

The expanded board of
trustees gathered the following
October for an extensive goal-
planning session.

The next two years were
consumed with strategy and
planning, and our efforts
culminated in a Cultural
Advisory Council. This new
council will be composed of
individuals from various
cultures around the world,
each of whom is dedicated to
the study and dissemination of
The Urantia Book and its
teachings.

The purpose of the council is
to facilitate the mission of
Urantia Foundation in seeding
The Urantia Book and its
teachings globally; enhance
the cultural awareness,
compassion, and wisdom of
our dissemination efforts;

foster partnerships between

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AN INDISPENSABLE PARTNERSHIP:
THE PIPELINE OF LIGHT

Editor's Note: Paula Thompson
recently retired as executive
director of the Urantia Book
Fellowship. She previously
served for 13 years as
executive director of the
Jesusonian Foundation. She
was also a founding member
of TruthBook.com, where she
was responsible for much of
the content, from Quotes of
the Day to topical studies.
Paula has spent her career
dedicated to service and the
spreading of the fifth epochal
revelation. While she has
earned her retirement, we
have no doubt that Paula will
continue to touch the lives of
everyone she encounters, as
she passes by.

The idea of raising money to
get books to impoverished
countries came as early as the
Fellowship’s International

Conference in 1990 in
Snowmass, Colorado.

There was a reader from
Estonia who was seeking help
to supply books for his
compatriots. An impromptu
fundraiser took place at one of
the plenary sessions, and a
paper bag was passed around
for funds to buy books for him
to take home. We filled that
bag to the brim with cash
donations. Books were more
expensive then, but we raised
enough money for a good
supply of hardcover English
Urantia Books, purchased from
Urantia Foundation.

In between the Snowmass
conference in 1990 and the
Flagstaff conference in 1996,
the Spanish translation was
completed and published. At
the conference in 1996, a
Chilean reader impressed on
many of us how hard it was for
Spanish speakers to afford the
book. This person explained
that one book could cost some
Spanish speakers an entire
month’s wages. Another
Spanish reader described a
group of one hundred people
who were reading and sharing
just one book. Therefore, the
Urantia Book Fellowship
mobilized again to raise the
money to purchase and send
Spanish books to Chile and
elsewhere in Latin America.

We soon realized that we had
to create something that would

address the problem. We knew
that even if books became
more available and affordable,
the problem of distribution to
other countries would still
exist. This is when the idea of
the Pipeline of Light was born.
A pipeline to keep the
revelation constantly flowing to
those who cannot afford it .. . .
a Pipeline of LIGHT!

The Spanish translation of The
Urantia Book, El Libro de
Urantia, has always been our
most requested Pipeline book,
and Urantia Foundation has
consistently made affordable
Spanish books readily
available to the Fellowship.
The Pipeline would not flow to
meet the needs of the Spanish
speaking community without
Urantia Foundation’s able and
ready help.

When we get a Pipeline
request for the Spanish book,
we immediately send that to
the Foundation office, and they
make sure the book or books
get drop-shipped to those who
are anxiously waiting. The
Pipeline has purchased many
Spanish books, but in the last
few years, Urantia Foundation
has given Spanish books to
the Pipeline. The Pipeline then
pays to ship them. This
arrangement has greatly
increased our ability to send
books to Latin America.

Shipping one book to Latin
America can cost more than
$30, but shipping costs go
down significantly (about $13
per book) when they are

shipped by the case. Over the
years, Urantia Foundation has
provided over 1,700 Spanish
Urantia Books to the
Fellowship’s Pipeline of Light,
and many of those were at no
cost to us.

The Pipeline of Light has been
instrumental in helping
dedicated Urantians
disseminate the book in
countries all around the world,
and Urantia Foundation has
been an indispensable partner
in making all Urantia Book
translations affordable and
available to the Pipeline.

In the 15 years that we have
kept track of Pipeline
placements, as of June 2021,
the Pipeline of Light’s all-time
totals were 12,221 copies of
The Urantia Book placed into
89 countries around the world.

The Spanish translation of
The Urantia Book, El Libro de Urantia,
has always been our most requested
Pipeline book.

I think I've had more success
in sharing The Urantia Book
when | was not trying to
share The Urantia Book. For
many years | stood in front of
book booths, speaking to the
few that passed by. Perhaps
because | lacked an effective
way to measure success, my
confidence waned. Though |
can say that marriage
allowed me to successfully
introduce the book to my wife
Andréa (a one-time-only sales
strategy). Eventually, |
decided to put my sales pitch
aside, and put more of my
energy into serving the
readership community.

Back in the late 1980s | met
fellow Urantia Book reader Dr.
Peter Laurence, who at the
time was executive director of
the United Nations-affiliated
interfaith organization, The
Temple of Understanding.
Peter was instrumental in my
growing interest in interfaith.
In the early to mid-1990s, |
met Rabbi Joseph Gelberman,
an interfaith icon who
founded the All Faiths
Seminary International (for
training interfaith ministers).
Years later, | had the
opportunity to attend the
seminary from 2010 to 2012.

Rabbi Gelberman used to say,
“Never ‘instead of,” always ‘in
addition to,”” which essentially
meant that a greater
understanding of the religions of
the world could only add to your
own faith. At the end of the first
year, my fellow classmates and |
attended a weekend retreat at
an ashram. At some point, in the
presence of others, someone
asked me, “Gary, what is your
‘never instead of’?” It caught me
off guard. | was so intent on
learning more about the faith of
others that it never dawned on
me that someone would be
interested in knowing mine. |
told them that | was an on-and-
off-again Christian until |
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Rabbi Gelberman

discovered The Urantia Book.
To my surprise, quite a few
people in the group had
heard of it, and many
expressed a sincere interest
in hearing more about it.

I’'ve enjoyed working on
various Urantia Book
outreach efforts, including
book expos. However,
dissemination was
predominantly from the
outside-in approach. | would
give materials such as topical
pamphlets, links to websites,
or bumper stickers that read
“You've got to read this
book.” What | was beginning

to experience were the
multiple benefits of sharing
revelation from the inside
out. As a Solitary Messenger
explains in the section on
“The Inner Life,” “Ideas may
take origin in the stimuli of
the outer world, but ideals
are born only in the creative
realms of the inner world.”
111:4.10 (1220.9)

A few years later | was invited
to speak on The Urantia
Book at a monthly interfaith
service at a local Christian
church. | knew these people
well because I'd worked with
them in other interfaith
endeavors. In addition to the
invited speaker, there was an
interfaith team of five people,
who each contributed a five-
minute talk related to the
speaker’s subject matter.

In the planning stages of my
talk, | collected quotes from
The Urantia Book and asked
if they’'d be interested in
choosing one to speak on. |
suggested that in their
presentations they read the
quote as is, and then feel
free to add anything they’'d

like. So, on the day of the
service, | really had no idea
what to expect.

| was surprised at what they
came up with. It was
interesting to see what they
gleaned from an out-of-
context quote from a book
they didn’t know. Much of it
was insightful. It
demonstrated to me that it
wasn’t important whether they
got it right or not. It was more
about creating the space, the
freedom for them to find it for
themselves, to share their
own perspectives, reach their
own conclusions—which,
interestingly enough, led to a
common desire of digging
deeper into The Urantia Book.
Three pastors, an interfaith
minister, and some
congregation members have
come to our home for our
Urantia Book study group. The
inside-out approach has been
slow, but effective. I've
actually given more books
away in the past 5 years than
| had in the last 35.

Ever since | first picked up The
Urantia Book I've been trying
to figure out ways of sharing

it. Early on | realized that the
amount of God one experiences
is the amount of God one
allows. If | didn’t learn more
about the religious experience
of others, | could easily make
the mistake of over- or under-
revealing. | discovered that
when we meet people where
they really are, we can better
give them what they really need,
instead of what we think they
need.

On one Sunday, a Presbyterian
pastor began his sermon by
saying, “When | get up in the
morning, | like to start my day
reading from a religious text.
Could be the Bible, could be The
Urantia Book.” Could have
knocked me over with a feather!
| was amazed how all this came
about from my sincere desire to
learn more about the faiths of
others. How cool is that?

WHAT THE URANTIA

| found The Urantia Book in
2005 while working at the Age
of Aquarius Center in Kyiv,
where | helped organize
training in meditation and
spiritual development

practices. It was a time of
intense change in my life.
Having recently graduated
from university, | found this
job interesting and useful. |
made many new friends and
discoveries!

One day | saw a pamphlet
mentioning The Urantia Book
on the windowsill. |
remembered the name, and
later bought a copy. | read it
on my own for two years,
having decided to read the
entire volume before telling
anyone about it. | wanted to
be 100% sure that | could
trust it.

Several years passed, and
The Urantia Book became a
part of my life. Once |

recognized that | was a citizen
of the universe, | gained a
new and unusual strength to
patiently live this earthly life
while looking forward to life
beyond this world. Perhaps it
comes from the power of such
accurate, logical, and precise
knowledge about the future.

| often recall Einstein asking
the important question, “Is
the universe a friendly place?”
As if answering this question,
The Urantia Book not only
unequivocally affirms the
friendliness of the universe, it
clarifies how, and why. |
accept this picture of the
universe in my soul—without
fear of being deceived and
with full confidence and
awareness.

Twenty years later, you would
observe nothing demonstrably
different about my daily life. |
perform no special rituals; |
have no special superpower; |
cannot see chakras, angels, or
hear celestial voices. No, after
reading The Urantia Book, |
remain the same person | was.
And yet, there is a difference!

The Urantia Book taught me to
have a greater trust in the
universe. In place of the fear of
death is the joy of awaiting a
definite, though still unknown,
future. This joy can be
compared to waiting for a
holiday in childhood. Remember
how you anticipated the
wonderful New Year’s
celebration when you were
little? This is the same feeling |
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experience when | think of the
moment when | will open my
eyes on another world. Instead
of living in dread of the
inevitable, unknown,
frightening, and dark nothing, |
choose to live in anticipation of
the holiday.

The Urantia Book taught me to
appreciate the extraordinary
importance of my earthly life.
Overcoming obstacles in this
world is a unique and
important experience that will
never be repeated during our
entire ascension career.

The Urantia Book taught me
that we are all brothers and
sisters in spirit and before
God.

The Urantia Book taught me to
believe that the path of ascent
in the universe is open to
anyone who believes. Why is
faith so important? Because
faith is trust, it is the only
possible human response to
the offer to join a friendly and
intelligently governed universe.
Only by accepting this offer
can we “open our eyes anew”
in another world. This is
because even God does not
force man to make any choice.
The absolute sovereignty of
mortal free will in the matter of
eternal survival has been
decreed by the Creator, and
even he will not violate it.

Therefore, | never attempt to
aggressively convince a person
of the truth of The Urantia
Book if | see that he has real
faith. Faith will save, and
everyone will be able to find
out the details of the
arrangement of the universe
on their own, if not in this, then
in the next world.

The Urantia Book has taught
me patience. My wife does
not appreciate the book,
which sometimes upsets me.
But | accept this with
understanding. | do not
impose it on my sons. |
believe that for now they just
need to see that this book is
very important to me. Not
every dish that adults
appreciate should be fed to
children. | believe that when
you begin to get acquainted
with The Urantia Book you
should already have some
bank of knowledge about the
world, and have begun to
develop a worldview. Then
The Urantia Book will be able
to complement this
worldview and polish it as a
diamond is cut. Until young
people are ready for this
knowledge, parents’ love for
their children should ensure
that they will come to adopt
the values expressed in the

parents’ lives. But the final
choice is made by each
individual, and no one else.

And the revelation taught me
one more thing—or rather, it
focused my attention on it. It
is an attention to the inner
voice of the Thought Adjuster,
the part of God that resides in
all of us and guides us
through this complex earthly
life. It is very important for me
to listen to the quiet voice of
this Mentor. God never
forces—he only leads. And it is
in our will to listen or not to
listen to his quiet but definite
voice.

Often, | feel this voice as a
pull, an urge to do an action,
accompanied by a sense of its
rightness. One result of such
an experience is the
dissemination of The Urantia
Book in Ukraine, which | have
been doing with several

friends as a nonprofit project.
For many years, those who want
to buy books have been coming
to us and receiving them by
mail. | am thrilled that
Ukrainians have this
opportunity, and hope that in
time we will complete the
translation of The Urantia Book
into Ukrainian and find a better
way to distribute it.

Ultimately, | will say that The
Urantia Book inspires me to
what I would call a calm and
unchanging thirst for life.
Naturally there are times when |
am disappointed. | can grow
weary, and even suffer periods
of depression. But this constant
thirst for life never allows me to
take negative feelings too
seriously. Mere feelings cannot
shake my faith and trust in a
friendly universe. Nothing in the
world can separate us from God
and his love.
