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feet in the Sea of Galilee and 
stood on the ground at Beth-
saida where the Master fed 
the 5,000, ordained the evan-
gelists and women's corps, 
and much more. We explored 
the hillside where the Master 
delivered the Ordination Ser-
mon and roamed the hills near 
his childhood home in Naz-
areth. At times it seemed like 
a dream to see where Michael 
of Nebadon spent his earth life 
as Jesus of Nazareth. As we 
visited the various sites in 
Israel, we read from my IPOD, 
which contained the entire 
Urantia Book downloaded 
from the ITunes Apps store. 
Our guide finally put away his 

New Testament and listened 
as we read the thrilling stories 
and vivid details from what he 
called "The IPod Bible".  

 
Before taking the trip, Jen and 
I knew that our time in Israel 
would leave a deep impact on 
our understanding of Jesus' 
life. Little did we expect that 
the visits to Alexandria, Egypt, 
and Cyprus would provide the 
greater lessons. While the

Flash forwarding to Urantia 
today, we live in a world where 
a rapidly growing Indian popu-
lation numbers more than 1.1 
billion people. I think that it's 
no coincidence that Jesus 
spent more than a year and a 
half with the Indian lad and his 
father. I believe that one day 
the people of India will learn 
about Jesus' tour of the Ro-
man world with the two Indi-

The fact is that Jesus spent 
over 550 days of his life trav-
eling with two East Indians 
and their entourage. As we 
roamed the rugged moun-
tains in Cyprus, we wondered 
where they ate and slept dur-
ing the three weeks of Ganid's 
illness. We conjured up a 

day that the teachings of Jesus 
were meant only for the Occi-
dent. What a mercy ministry 
Jesus exhibited by choosing 
Gonod and Ganid as his travel-
ing companions!  

 
I'm writing this article as I'm 
flying home from this wonder-
ful journey. The truth is that 
Jen and I took this trip because 
we wanted to know Jesus of 
Nazareth better, and because I 
wanted to escape the reality of 
hitting the big 6-0. Turning 60 
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came out fine; no wheels fell 
off the bus. What unexpect-
edly happened was the dis-
covery of another treasure in 
The Urantia Book. When the 
Master said his gospel was 
for rich and poor, for Jew 
and Gentile, for men and 
women, and for all peoples 
of all races, nations, and 
religions, he proved his love, 
when, in the hills of Cyprus, 
he nursed back to health the 
grievously ill lad from India.

♦  Q1 2011: First printing of 
the Hungarian translation. 

 
This production schedule 
increases the number of 
translations from 9 to 13, a 
40% increase in printed trans-
lations. Congratulations to the 
manager of translations, the 
translators, the production 
team, the Foundation's office 
team, and the donors who 
make translation funds avail-
able.  

 
Progress is being made with 
book distribution in Europe. 
Henk Mylanus and Jay Pere-
grine have found a warehous-
ing and distribution system 
that could easily double or 
triple the availability of books 
in European bookstores over 
the next few years  

 
Translation Website Develop-
ment 

 
Trustee and Manager of 
Translations, Georges Michel-
son-Dupont, and Rogerio Silva 
have been working to provide 
translators with web available 
systems that systematically 
improve the quality of transla-

tions. The Board approved 
continued development and 
support for these efforts.  

 

Standard Reference Text 

 
Because the Declaration of 
Trust Creating Urantia Foun-
dation states that "it shall be 
the primary duty of the Trus-
tees to perpetually preserve 
inviolate the text of The Uran-
tia Book", the Trustees ap-
pointed a committee, the 
Standard Reference Text 
Committee, to study all the 
changes made to the book 
since 1955. The desired out-

come was for both current 
publishers to agree on the 
"correct" text, to notate it as 
the "Standard Reference 
Text", and to encourage all 
Urantia Book publishers, now 
and in the future, to print only 
the Standard Reference Text. 
With the English edition of 
The Urantia Book no longer 
protected by copyright, this 
strategy provides maximum 
protection "to perpetually 
preserve inviolate the text of 
The Urantia Book."  

 
The Standard Reference Text 
Committee examined all 
changes, including typing 
errors, formatting issues, 
misspellings, table of con-
tents errors, and the digital 
referencing system. After two 
years of diligent work, the 
Committee unanimously rec-
ommended a standard text 
for future editions of the Eng-

lish text.  

 
After receiving the recommen-
dations from the Standard 
Reference Text Committee, 
the Trustees studied them for 
eleven months and agreed, at 
the October 2009 meeting, to 
approve them. In the future, 
the Standard Reference Text 
will appear in all printed and 
digital English editions of The 
Urantia Book printed by Uran-
tia Foundation. This text will 
also be the "official text" from 
which all translations, done 
under the auspices of Urantia 
Foundation, will be made. 

 
The detailed work of the Stan-
dard Reference Text Commit-
tee will appear on Urantia 
Foundation's new website. 
The Committee's report will be 
a transparent historical record 
of all past changes and will 
contain the Committee's final 
recommendations. The web-
site will also contain historical 
records, such as suggestions 
made, but not accepted, by 
the committee.  

 
Urantia Foundation's Text 
Identification Number (TIN)  

 
In the past Urantia Founda-
tion identified each printing of 
The Urantia Book by number-
ing the printing on the pub-
lisher's page: First Printing 
1955, Second Printing 1967, 
and so on. This identification 
system no longer adequately 
tracks the production of The 
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Urantia Book because of its 
many translations, the use of 
electronic files, and the 
book's availability on the 
Internet. 

 
A new Text Identification 
Number has been developed 
that will solve a myriad of 
identification problems in 
both the digital and physical 
formats. All future produc-
tions of The Urantia Book 
originating from Urantia 
Foundation, whether in 
physical or electronic form, 
will contain the Text Identifi-
cation Number (TIN). This 
code will be imbedded in all 

electronic versions of the 
book and will be displayed 
on the publisher's page in all 
printed books. Our hope is 
that all versions of the book 
on the web, in whatever 
language, can be easily iden-
tified, and that only the lat-
est corrected and revised 
versions will appear in all 
digital technologies.  

 

Website Update 

 
The team developing Urantia 
Foundation's new website 
presented the improvements 
being made to the current 
site. The new site provides 
significant upgrades to al-
most every aspect of the 
current site. One of the most 
important upgrades will be 
the capability of providing 
fully developed sub-websites 
in 14 languages.

We first met these English 
readers seven years ago at

There is the Nige-
rian man who facilitates a 
study group under a large 
tree in a Nigerian refugee 
camp. And we shall never 
forget the enthusiasm of 
"Arno the Pagan" who 
shocked his family and 

friends by embracing religion 
while reading a borrowed 
copy of The Urantia Book. 

 
After the first few years, we 
began to see cross-
fertilization. The Pipeline sent 
a copy of the German transla-
tion to a woman living in 
Costa Rica. Books to Croatia 
were hand-delivered by the 
manager of a bicycle shop in 
Denver. He was introduced to 
the Urantia Revelation by a 
man visiting the United 
States from Lithuania. We 
received a request from the 
Maldive Islands last year.

Upon returning from a trip to 
South America in 2002, the 
chair of the Urantia Book Fel-
lowship's International Commit-
tee reported that he had visited 
a study group where seventy 
readers were sharing eleven 
copies of El libro de Urantia. In 
some countries, books were 
completely unavailable, and in 
others, a single copy might cost 
5% of an average person's 
annual income.

Since those early 
days, the Pipeline of Light has 
sent 2,415 copies of The Uran-
tia Book in eight languages to 
readers in sixty-six countries.
